The Bicycle race route is as follows:

Start at Cooper Island Road, turn left onto Southside Road and continue until reaching the roundabout 
at the junction of Longfi eld Road and West Cott Road.  Travel back along, Southside Road, turn left onto 
Tommy Fox Road , right on Pepper Hall Road and then along Cooper Island Road until reaching race 
fi nish line.   

On the race route only between the hours of 7:30am and 10:30am the speed limit will be raised to 75km/
hr to accommodate the speeds of the cyclists.
